Made just seven years later is a rare American Pierce 3.5hp motorcycle from a
collector in Hampshire, which features the fuel tank incorporated into the frame of
the bike, and is estimated at £50,000 - £60,000. See below.

Moving forward to 1950, is one of the rarest motorcycles in the auction, a 1950
Vincent Series C Rapide. Finished in Chinese red, this is one of only 107 made and
is estimated at £60,000 - £80,000, for the owner who lives near Sheffield. See
Below.

However, for collectors looking for less expensive motorcycles, there is an AJS
1000cc combination £22,000-26,000, a Matchless Model M combination £15,000-
£18,000, a Norton 750 Commando £6,000 - £7,000, a Velocette Venom £3,000-
£5,000 and a Francis Barnett in for £300 - £500.
