Delivered new in 1936 this Alvis Speed 20 SD was originally supplied with a 4 door 

Charlesworth coach built body. Although it has had a low ownership over the past 80 

years, the decision was taken in 1996 to re-body the car with an Alvis Vanden Plas 

4.3 litre style touring body. This body was hand crafted over a new ash frame and 

still looks in great shape today.
